Listen, O Israel!
The LORD is our God, the LORD alone. 
And you must love the LORD your God 

with all your heart, 
all your soul, 

and all your strength.

This passage of scripture is the
beginning of what is known as the

Shema. 

It is a passage God’s people have
memorized for generations. 

Let’s break it down…



Shema, 
O Israel!

Shema = Listen
This Hebrew word for listen could also 

be translated as

ATTENTION! 

It describes active listening…
...to something important.
